ACTIVITIES 

· Take a field trip to a local farm. Once you have returned to the classroom, have the students write about their favorite part of the farm. They could also write a story about living on a farm if they do not already live there. 

· Select a pet and research the pet of choice. Go through the steps of acquiring the pet and the process of taking care of it. List the supplies needed to care for the pet. Report your findings to the class. 

· Assign everyone in the class a "pet egg". The student is to care for their pet for one whole week. The pet is to be returned to the class unharmed. Have the students write a journal about how they cared for their pet and the problems they had if any. A hard boiled egg is recommended! 

· Catch a spider and see if the students can identify it using available resourses. 

· Look at the different products and services available for dogs and cats. Compare and contrast the two pets and also compare them to what is available for humans.
