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Objectives to be learned:

· Improve their Internet research skills, moving back and forth using links within web sites and keyword searches to locate information.

· Improve their ability to gain information from an article, summarize, restate in their own words, and evaluate what they have read.
· Clarify understanding of texts by creating outlines, logical notes, summaries, or reports.
Activity 1. Oral Presentation
   Students will be given a compass and directions. They will be sent out into the schoolyard or surrounding park and told to look for certain objects by following their compass. This project can be done as a group or individual.
