	Smoothness
	1.  Frequent extended pauses, hesitations, false starts, sound-outs, repetitions, and/or multiple attempts.
	2.  Several “rough spots” in text where extended pauses, hesitations, etc. are more frequent and disruptive.
	3.  Occasional breaks in smoothness caused by difficulties with specific words and/or structures.
	4.  Generally smooth reading with some breaks, but word and structure difficulties are resolved quickly, usually through self-correction.

	Pace
	1.  Slow and laborious
	2.  Moderately slow.
	3.  Uneven mixture of fast and slow reading.
	4.  Consistently conversational.

1. Non-fluent Reading

· Word-by-word reading.

· Frequent pauses between words (poor phrasing)

· Little response to punctuation.

· Some awkward word groups.

2. Beginning Fluency

· Frequent word-by-word reading

· Some two- and three-word phrasing

· May reread for problem solving or to clarify (strategic reading).

· Shows some awareness of syntax and punctuation.

3. Transitional Fluency 

· Combination of word-by-word reading and fluent phrase reading.
· Some expressive phrasing.

· Shows attention to punctuation and syntax.

4. Fluent Reading

· Fluent reading with very few word-by-word interruptions.

· Reads mostly in larger meaningful phrases.

· Reads with expression.

· Attends consistently to punctuation.

· Rereads as necessary to clarify or problem-solve.
